
A Risk Assessment of Critical Infrastructure Sites in California

This research was conducted for the Center of Risk and Economic Analysis of Terrorism 
Events (CREATE).  I investigated potential target sites of terrorist events for the purpose of 
further protection of California’s Chemical/HAZMAT Sites, Commercial Assets, and Water 
Resources (Dams).  This research and on-site investigations found that chemical sites and 
dams posed the greatest risk.  These risk assessments were part of a larger effort to assist the 
California Office of Homeland Security (CA OHS) in allocating Buffer Zone Protection Plan 
(BZPP) funds to infrastructure sites.  The staff of the CA OHS made their allocations of 2006 
BZPP funds following our assessments and asked CREATE to also support their allocations 
of the 2007 BZPP funds.
