For those SCAPA members who will be presenting at the meeting, PNNL has arranged for a laptop, computer projector, TV, and VCR, to supplement the standard overhead projector. Bring a disk with your presentation file(s) to be downloaded to the laptop. Once the file is within this laptop, you can make your presentation using power point slideshow, and the presentation will be archived for the future meeting report.

On November 1, 2001, there will be a lunchtime tour of the EMSL, after Castle Catering (i.e., Operators of Dr. Bill's Bistro) delivers our lunches to us. Sandwich menus will be passed out soon after the meeting begins. DOE badges will be required for the EMSL tour. After the meeting adjourns in the late afternoon, we will all meet for dinner at 6:30 p.m. at the Rattlesnake Mountain Brew Pub (a few miles from the hotel) to enjoy a superb view of the Columbia River, excellent microbrew beers and great food. Our PNNL hosts are also arranging for some morning snacks and afternoon refreshments on both November 1, 2001 and November 2, 2001. After the meeting adjourns on November 2, 2001, there are optional tours of HAMMER Training Facility and the Hanford Site in the afternoon. DOE badges will also be required for these tours. The SCAPA membership would like to extend its gratitude to Mr. Cliff Glantz, and Mr. Larry Campbell, PNNL for graciously assisting us with the meeting logistics.

SCAPA membership generally consists of Department of Energy (DOE) and DOE-contractor operations personnel and subject matter experts, although individuals from other governmental and non-governmental organizations (NGO's) also contribute. Amidst the 1.5-day agenda of technical presentations in the emergency planning elements of consequence assessment and protective actions, two of the SCAPA Working Groups will be presenting a status of its most recent efforts. 

· The Chemical Working Group, which developed a hierarchy of human toxicological indicators, has developed 1,434 Temporary Emergency Exposure Limits (TEELs) from this hierarchy. TEELs are used to determine the community exposure impacts for accidental spills of toxic and hazardous chemicals, since there are only 92 Emergency Response Planning Guides (ERPGs) for more than 50,000 DOE chemicals that can adversely affect worker safety and public health.

· The Chemical Mixtures Working Group, which developed Health Code Numbers (HCNs), using target organs, for each of the chemicals that have ERPGs and TEELs, will be demonstrating how such technology can be applied to spills of chemical mixtures to ensure that synergistic and antagonistic effects are appropriately accounted for.

SCAPA welcomes all professionals with interest in these areas, as well as in the related areas of chemical consequence assessment, chemical source term phenomenology, atmospheric transport and dispersion, and chemical management, to both attend and contribute to this meeting.
