A postdoctoral appointment is available immediately in the Division of Genetic and Reproductive Toxicology at NCTR, a multi-disciplinary center, in Jefferson, Arkansas, between Little Rock and Pine Bluff. The research project, which involves studies of the mechanism of developmental toxicants in both in vivo and in vitro model systems, is in the Reproductive Toxicology Laboratory.  Studies typically involve dissection of rodent embryos/fetuses with subsequent histological (in situ hybridization, immunohistochemistry) or molecular biology (RT-PCR assays, genomics, cloning) techniques applied to tissues.  

Preferred candidates will have a background in embryology, toxicology, or molecular biology, and those with experience in genomics will be given special consideration.  

The appointment is for one year and may be renewed annually for up to three years, depending on NCTR needs. The stipend range is $40K-45K per year.
