Minutes for Meeting 02-1  (December 4, 2002)
Attendees were welcomed to the meeting.   Bill Harker conducted the workshop business .  

Introductions

Introductions were provided in detail by each participant.  An attendee roster was routed with a request to note interest in serving on a DOE Welding Topical Committee.

Topical Welding Committee:  Purpose/Benefits

Bud Danielson, DOE-EH-53, discussed the need for DOE to have an assembled list of subject matter experts in the field of welding.  Such a group can become a ready resourse for recommending industry standards or creating standards for use by DOE and it’s contractors for work across the complex.  This group can represent DOE’s interests to national and international standard development organizations when welding issues are addressed.  Personal benefits come through sharing new ideas while keeping up with industry developments.

Spent Nuclear Fuel Canisters – Yucca Mtn.

Mike Rice, Bechtel-YMP, provided a perspective regarding canister designs, fabrication,  and future plans.

ASME Sect. III Div. 3 NUPAC

Ralph Hill, Golder Assoc. Inc., discussed work being performed by the ASME committees regarding requirements for storage and disposal containers for SNF. 

SNF Canister Closure Welding and NDE

Art Watkins, Bechtel,/ INEEL,  presented automated welding process equipment development and real time UT inspection R and D of canister closure welds.

Plutonium Containment-  3013 Canister – Bagless Transfer

Scott West, Westinghouse Savannah River Co., presented the successes in design, fabrication, testing and implementation of small canisters production for PU containment.

Hanford Welding Program  

Gary Cannell, Fluor Hanford, presented the Hanford site welding program mission, current activities and challenges.

Savannah River Welding Program

Charles Sessions, Westinghouse Savannah River Co, presented the Savannah River site welding program history, current mission and activities, as well as challenges.

Idaho National Engineering and Environmental Laboratory Welding Program

Billy Kinnebrew and Marv Harker, Bechtel BWXT Idaho, presented the INEEL Welding program history, current mission and challenges.

Welding Subject of Common Interest

Jack Donaldson, Bechtel Nevada, presented justification for a proposal for procuring certified welding filler materials for the DOE complex.  He noted that obtaining actual chemistry and mechanical testing is the same cost whether performed for a 10 lb. lot or a full pallet load.  Currently, each site is paying this extra cost of certified filler on an as need basis. Since the different DOE sites have much of the same filler needs, large lot testing and warehousing, then complex wide ordering from this warehouse would save significant costs to the government.

It was concluded that a e-mail poll from each major site would be taken to determine the type of filler where actual chemicals and physicals are needed.  Interest in this proposal would then be solicited for further follow-up by the new Topical Welding Committee.
