	Events which may impact your access authorization:

- Arrest, charge, detention (but not traffic offense fined $250 or less) 

- Filing for bankruptcy

- Garnishment of wages

- Legal name change

- Change in citizenship

- Employment or association with foreign or foreign-owned business

- Hospitalization/treatment for mental illness; treatment for drug/alcohol abuse
- Marriage or cohabitation with person who never held a DOE access authorization

Note: Contractor supervisors are required to report when aware of these and other events which may impact a subordinate’s access authorization
